Successful applicants for the CWA Scholarship
must be passionate about agriculture and have
participated in Canadian Western Agribition. Par-
ticipation in CWA includes, but is not limited to,
all livestock classes, 4-H classes, and active trade
exhibitor participation. To date, 192 CWA Scholar-
ships have been paid out, totalling $227,000.
